N E W   S E C T I O N 

   WAC 220-310-19000X   Freshwater exceptions to statewide rules—Tanwax Lake.           
Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-190, effective one hour before official sunrise 
to one hour after official sunset on April 16, 2016, it is permissible for anglers participating in 
the project Hero on the Waters NW Chapter fishing event to fish in the waters of Tanwax Lake.  
Unless otherwise amended, all permanent rules remain in effect.
